Dome/ IP Speed Dome) should comply with the Essential Requirements (ERs) for security
prescribed by MeitY to ensure the security of the VSS / CCTV systems, as per the Appendix
‘A’, as amended from time to time. The security testing report for CCTV/VSS is to be issued
by the Standardisation Testing and Quality Certification (STQC) Laboratory or any other
agency notified by MeitY from time to time. The validity of the test report issued by STQC
Lab will be three years from the date of issue of the report. These Essential Requirements
(ERs) for security of CCTV Cameras/VSS system will be enforced after 3 months from the date
of issuance of this Notification.
