Bidder shall go through the tender document carefully to understand the documents required to be
submitted as part of the bid.

Specifications of the Polypropylene fume hood with chemical storage cabinet:
General specification: The fume hood must be made of polypropylene material for high acid and trace metal

analysis use. The fume hood must be acid resistant, non-corrosive, base resistant and can be worked under
harsh conditions such as dealing with corrosive acids, piranha (H,SO4+H,0, (70% +30%, Vol/Vol).
Dimension of the fume hood: (W x D x H) 1800*800*2350 mm.
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Technical specification:

1. The fume hood should contain microprocessor-based controllers.

2. It should be all-white, fully polypropylene based having thickness of 8§ mm-10 mm and resistant to strong
acid, alkali and must be anti-corrosive.

3. A microprocessor controller monitors should display the real-time airflow on the LCD screen in linear feet
per minute.

4. It should provide an advanced airfoiled design that is important to the overall safety and performance of
the fume hood.

5. This fume hood must have Zero Leak Airflow System.

6. A removable work surface exposes a spill basin that may be fitted with a drain for disposal of any spills.
7. Built-in vapor-proof fluorescent light.

8. Easily accessible utilities panel for operation and maintenance.

9. The hood must be capable of flame-retardant polypropylene interior — working temperature range should
surpass fiberglass.

10. Service fixtures, sinks, electrical outlets, digital airflow alarms, PP centrifugal fan, Tap, Air valve, and
base cabinetry must be provided.

11. It should be equipped with a color screen control unit panel.

12. Work bench in the fume hood should be made up of anti-corrosive high temperature epoxy board/
polypropylene.

13. The hood must be capable of reducing potential for exposure of both product and personnel from airborne
particulate chemical agents, as well as fumes and vapors generated as a result of work-in-progress operations.
14. These cabinets meet Federal Standard Class 10 air quality conditions.

15. Design of the fume hood must meet national safety standards.

Construction details:

The modular fume hood must be provided with sliding sash made of special grade shatter proof glass duly
framed in aluminium frame with sliding motion and counter weight balanced mechanism.

Noise and Sound Levels of the fume hoods should be designed with lower noise levels and the performance
of these fume hoods are comparatively better than the industry standards of 65 db.

Airflow Type: Low Constant Volume (for A.C. environment).

Ducting:
The ducting should be Chemical resistant PP / FRP ductwork from Fume hood to exhaust stack point with

weatherproof canopy.

INlumination Levels at Work Space:

Polypropylene Walled Fluorescent Lighting with Lexan Cover should be: (1076 LUX) with Low-Heat
Fluorescent Ballast.

Fan details: Air volume 1800-2500 m?*/h; Speed -1480 rpm; Wind Pressure 26-28 mm water column.

Front window should be transparent tempered glass having thickness of 5-6 mm.
